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ROWING CRAFT STORAGE
Purpose: To provide a secure and convenient storage area for residents to store rowing crafts at Conomo Point.
Definitions:
Storage Rack: Locations where rowing craft may be stored for a fee
Rowing Craft: Any non-motorized paddle craft including kayaks, paddle boards, sculls and any other nonnotarized vessels that fit within the confines of the rack .
Regulations:

Rowing craft rack storage shall be available to residents only.

The fee for said storage location shall be $50.00 per vessel attached to location (Max of 2).

Initial issuance of storing locations: The Town of Essex shall offer, as of the 2021 season, 48 storage rack locations. Should there be more than 48 residents wishing to utilize the rack storage, 48 names will be drawn via lottery style. If there are less than 48 applicants, a lottery will be conducted to offer a second location for those wanting a second location. 

The location issued to each resident shall be valid for 3 years. At the beginning of the following season, a lottery will be conducted if more than 48 applicants wish to use the racks.

Decals: Each vessel will be issued a decal indicating that they are in good standing and active. The decal must be displayed in a conspicuous location on the fore or aft decking if feasible. In addition the storage rack decal, all vessels using the rack must also display an “If Found” decal. These also must be displayed in a conspicuous location on the vessel.  These stickers provide vital contact information should the vessel go adrift for any reason. These stickers may be provided by the Harbormaster. 
It is assumed those issued a storage location will be utilizing vessels on a regular basis. It is not the intention for this to be simply a storage location and vessels remain unused for any extended length of time. If this situation is observed, violators may lose their privileges. 
The storage rack season will be April 1st - December 31st, parallel with the active mooring season. Rowing crafts on racks between December 31st and April 1st will be fined $25.00 per day for each day they are observed on the rack. In addition, any vessel remaining on the rack after December 31st or before April 1st will lose any future privileges towards using the rack.

Renewals: Renewal applications will be issued February 1st of each year. Renewals must be returned and payment submitted by April 1st. Failure to do so will result in revocation of privileges.
The harbormaster is the authority to remediate any special circumstances regarding the rowing craft storage rack and may take action to resolve any issues that arise surrounding the storage rack or its usage.
